2009 Program Description

Supporting Emory University Law School Students with stipends or mentoring and support as they engage in public interest law internships.
Eligibility & Requirements:

All current, full-time Emory University Law students are eligible.
Applications are due March 5 by 5:00 p.m.

Description:

The Servant Leadership internship program is a funded summer internship program that provides students with a supervised opportunity to work with Atlanta-area nonprofits in a wide-variety of fields.  The summer program includes an orientation, eight weeks on-site, weekly group meetings, readings, and portfolio projects.  The Servant Leadership Summer internship program is designed to enrich the student’s life and integrate the practical, intellectual, and spiritual components of work, while deepening understandings of responsibility, service, and vocation. 
Logistics: 

Orientation: May 17th  
Duration of Internship: Weekly classroom meetings will be held May 21st through July 16th.  (No class on Friday July 2.)  
Weekly classroom and reflection work on Fridays.
Stipend:  Law students will receive a stipend roughly equivalent to the EPIC stipend for their participation in the program.
Application Procedure:

· Law students should apply to the legal internship program(s) of interest to them.  
· Students should then complete and submit the Servant Leadership Law application (see below). The application includes two questions, one focused on commitment to the aims of the program and the other focused on the student’s interests in the specific placement.
· Students who receive funding from EPIC and who wish to participate in the program for the added value of the class work are welcome to participate.  (No this will not double your stipend.)
· The application should make it clear that the student is applying for a legal internship.
